British Airways is offering up to 85 flights each week from 
German cities to London City Airport, including its three-a-day 

Berlin service and a new route from Bremen to London City, 
operated by British Airways franchise partner SUN-AIR. Flybe 
also recently started a Dusseldorf-London City service, and 
Lufthansa continues to offer its service from Frankfurt, one of 
the most popular routes for business or finance professionals. 

The airport’s East London location is close to financial centres 
and world-class hubs for technology, innovation and start-
ups, helping to bring closer ties between these business 
communities. With the highest proportion of business travellers 
of any UK airport passing through London City Airport; at 52%, 
passengers working in financial, business and government 
services can discover an airport which meets their needs and 
enables them to spend more time doing the things that matter.
